Situated on a private beach in the north-east corner 
of Praslin, Seychelles’ second largest granitic island, 
Hotel L’Archipel has an imperious view over almost 
the entire shimmering Côte d’Or bay, one of 
Seychelles’ most exquisite beaches.

Located 40km north-east of Mahé, Praslin is known 
for its award winning beaches like Anse Lazio and 
Anse Georgette and is home to the Vallée de Mai, a 
UNESCO World Heritage site rumoured to be the 
original garden of eden. A short boat trip away are 
neighbouring islands like Ile Coco, Curieuse and La 
Digue that are also famous for their wondrous 
snorkelling spots, nature reserves and picturesque 
beaches. 

Hotel L’Archipel is conveniently located only 3km 
from the Baie Ste Anne Jetty and 12km from the 
domestic airport.

Characterised as the “Land of perpetual summer”, 
Seychelles enjoys of the the most equitable climates 
on the planet with summery weather and warm sea 
temperatures year round.

The year can be divided into two seasons : that of the 
north-west trade winds which blow from November 
through to March bringing much of the islands’ life 
giving rains, and the south-east trades winds which 
blow from May to September bringing with them 
slighter cooler temperatures and more lively seas, 
perfect for sailing.

The intervening months are normally periods of 
picture-perfect weather with calm seas ideal for 
swimming, diving & snorkelling and cruising the 
ocean.

Praslin is serviced by daily Air Seychelles domestic 
flights that link the two islands within 20 minutes 
(www.airseychelles.com) and the fast ferry Cat Coco 
(www.catcocos.com) also runs crossings daily with 
journeys lasting 60 minutes.

There is also the option of private helicopter charter 
via Zilair (www.zilair.com).
